Our Wands are 6 feet high and 4 inches wide and are made from high density foam to imitate the original peeled
willow branch. Five dozen arrows will be shot from 100 yards (Lords), 80 yards (Ladies), and 60 yards (Juniors).
One point is scored for each hit and special ‘colour spot’ prizes are also available.

Although this is one of the more difficult shoots, it is both relaxed and enjoyable and all Archers are encouraged to
add to this atmosphere by wearing medieval costume if they so wish!

All bow types except Compound Bows and Crossbows are welcome. Sighting aids are permitted.
